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PLANNING COMMISSION
Minutes from Thursday, May 23, 2013 

The meeting was called to order at 6:34 pm at Northeast Asphalt Quarry on Tower Road.  All members except Lee Anderson were present.  Bob Gerbers and Dennis Cashman were also present.
Pete Kozak from Northeast Asphalt, Inc. was present to answer any questions from the Commission. After a review of the site and a discussion regarding current operations and future plans, the commission adjourned at 6:54 pm and proceeded to the Rockland Town Hall.

Bob Coenen called the meeting to order at the Rockland Town Hall at 7:16 pm.   All members were present.  Bob Gerbers, Dennis Cashman, Pete Kozak and Jon Leach were also present.

Clerk Charette verified that the meeting was properly noticed.  Chairman Coenen presented the agenda.  Clerk Charette read the minutes from the April 23, 2013 meeting.  Chairman Coenen requested that the minutes be amended on page 2 to specify an underground gas line easement agreement rather than easement agreement.
M/M by Terry Vertz to approve the minutes with corrections from April 23, 2013 meeting; seconded by Randy Hansen.  Motion passed unanimously.

NORTHEAST ASPHALT QUARRY PERMIT APPLICATION

Based upon their onsite review and discussion, the Commission found that there had been one minor complaint over the past year; approximately twenty trees are projected to be planted; and the projected blasts and business should be similar to last year; all application fees have been paid in full; current certificate of insurance meeting the minimum requirements of the permit is on file.


M/M by Vicky Van Vonderen to recommend to the Town Board the approval of the Northeast Asphalt, Inc. Quarry Permit application along with the conditions, regulations and topographic map set forth in their application and letter dated May 20, 2013, which are herein incorporated by reference; seconded by Randy Hansen.  Motion passed 6-0 with Glen Schwalbach abstaining.
NORTHEAST ASPHALT BLASTING PERMIT APPLICATION

Based upon their onsite review and discussion, the Commission found that there had been one minor complaint over the past year; approximately twenty trees are projected to be planted; and the projected blasts and business should be similar to last year; all application fees have been paid in full; current certificate of insurance meeting the minimum requirements of the permit is on file.  Additionally, Mr. Kozak stated that they had met the prior notice requirements for blasting and provided the form that they use to meet such requirements.

M/M by Vicky Van Vonderen to recommend to the Town Board the approval of the Northeast Asphalt, Inc. Blasting Permit application along with the conditions, regulations, and topographic map set forth in their application and letter dated May 20, 2013, which are herein incorporated by reference; seconded by Randy Hansen.  Motion passed 6-0 with Glen Schwalbach abstaining.

WORKING LANDS INITIATIVE
Clerk Charette shared responses received from Aaron Schuette from Brown County Planning regarding questions the Planning Commission had on the draft Agricultural- Farmland Preservation (AD-FP) Zoning Ordinance.  Schuette’s responses are herein incorporated by reference.  Based upon those responses, the Planning Commission recommended the following revisions to the draft:
(1) Revise section A. (1) (d) 3. To read “It employs no more than 4 full-time employees annually.

(2) Revise section C (2) to read “Undeveloped natural resource and open space areas including snowmobile trails.

(3) Revise section G (1) to state that all lots and structures under this ordinance shall comply with the dimensional requirements set forth in COO Rural Residential Non-Sewered Distict- RR-1.
M/M by Lee Anderson to approve the ordinance with the recommended changes and forward to the Town Board for approval to send to Brown County Planning; seconded by Randy Hansen.  Motion passed 6-0 with Vicky Van Vonderen abstaining.
Vicky Van Vonderen shared with Commission approximate costs that Brown County would charge to update maps and assist with revision of Rockland’s Comprehensive Plan.

WIND SITING ORDINANCE DRAFT
The Commission reviewed the draft ordinance and recommended revisions.  Glen Schwalbach to revise the ordinance and provide revised ordinance at a future meeting.
REVISION TO ROCKLAND COO SEC. 18.01-20, Limited Industrial District (I-1)

Planning Commission determined that certain properties were not addressed under current zoning ordinances.  After discussion, Planning Commission recommended 1) that “Additional business activities as approved by the Town Board” be added to the list of conditional uses noted in B-1, B-2, I-1 and I-2 ordinances and 2) that “Outdoor sales and rental” be added to the list of conditional uses noted in B-2, I-1, and I-2.
M/M by Randy Hansen recommending that the Town Board amend B-1, B-2, I-1 and I-2 as stated; seconded by Lee Anderson.  Motion passed 6-0 with Glen Schwalbach abstaining.
FUTURE MEETINGS
The Planning Commission will meet on Tuesday, June 18, 2013 and July 17, 2013 at 7 pm at the Rockland Town Hall.  

PUBLIC INPUT FOR WHICH NO ACTION WAS TAKEN
Vicky Van Vonderen passed out the culvert process from Brown County to all Planning Commission members.  She has asked the Wisconsin Towns Association legal counsel to provide an opinion on this matter and will forward that to all members after received.
