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PLANNING COMMISSION
Minutes from Tuesday, June 18, 2013 

Chairman Coenen called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  All members were present.  Bob Gerbers, Dennis Cashman, Gonzalo and Laura Hernandez were also present.  Clerk Charette verified that the meeting was properly noticed.  Chairman Coenen then presented the agenda.
Clerk Charette read the minutes from May 23, 2013 meeting.
M/M by Randy Hansen to approve the May 23, 2013 meeting minutes as read; seconded by Terry Vertz.  Motion passed unanimously.

HERNANDEZ BEHNKE REQUEST TO REZONE R-240-2

Gonzalo Hernandez, Applicant, appeared before the Commission to request the rezoning of Parcel R-240-2 from Estate Residential, ER-5 to Community Business, B-2.  Applicant informed the Commission that he intends to build a 30’ x 96’ greenhouse on the property to grow vegetables and produce all year round.  Applicant is installing poles tomorrow to grow grapes as well which he may possibly sell to a local wine making company in the future.  He stated that he would like to have a few beef cattle on the property too. 
After discussion, Planning Commission determined that in order to make the lot a conforming lot for its proposed use that parcel should be rezoned to B-2.
M/M by Vicky Van Vonderen to recommend rezoning Parcel R-240-2 to Community Business, B-2 District; Terry Vertz seconded.  Motion passed 5-1 with Randy Hansen opposing.  Glen Schwalbach abstained. 
After further discussion the Commission determined that the greenhouse should be allowed but that no livestock should be permitted.   The conditional use permit should ensure the parcel complies with all local, county and state rules and regulations.

M/M by Vicky Van Vonderen to recommend that a conditional use be granted on Parcel R-240-2 to build a commercial greenhouse with the condition that no livestock be allowed on the parcel and that the parcel complies with all local, county, and state ordinances and regulations; seconded by Randy Hansen.  Motion passed 6-0 with Glen Schwalbach abstaining.
Public hearing set for July 15, 2013 at 6:45 p.m.
RESOLUTION #2013-4- Revisions to Permit Fee Schedule & Developer Deposit Schedule
Clerk Charette provided a revised copy to all members that had been approved by the Town Board on June 3, 2013.  She explained that revisions had been made regarding security deposits and that there were some increases in fees.
There was some discussion on whether applicants for permits receive notice that they are responsible for damage done to town property regardless of providing a security deposit.  Vicky Van Vonderen recommended that such information be placed on the town website.    
UPGRADE TO ROCKLAND WEBSITE
Clerk Charette informed the Planning Commission that the current software is outdated and needs to be upgraded.  Planning Commission provided input on what they would like to see on the site including existing information, hot links to maps, interactive forms, and active links.  Additionally, it was recommended that each official of the Town have their own government e-mail address.  
WORKING LANDS INITIATIVE UPDATE
Members received a final draft of the Agricultural-Farmland Preservation Zoning Ordinance that was recommended to the Town Board.  Vicky Van Vonderen explained that she will be forwarding a list of additional rezones/changes to Aaron Schuette from Brown County so that the zoning map can be revised.   Once complete, the revised map and this ordinance will be forwarded to DATCP for review and approval.  Brown County Planning also will revise the Rockland Comprehensive Land Use Plan.  A contract is being drafted for approval by the Town Board for such services to take place in the next budget year.
SCHEDULE OF DEPOSITS AND FINES FOR MUNICIPAL COURT/SHERIFF’S DEPARTMENT

WIND SITING ORDINANCE DRAFT
Glen Schwalbach provided a revised draft to all members.  After further discussion, it was recommended that Glen Schwalbach and Randy Hansen work together to finalize a draft of the ordinance that can be forwarded to the town attorney.
M/M by Vicky Van Vonderen to recommend that the Town Board consider taking the next draft to the town attorney for review; seconded by Terry Vertz.  Motion passed 6-0 with Glen Schwalbach abstaining.
ANNOUNCEMENTS & DISTRIBUTION OF CORRESPONDENCE

Members received copies of the adopted Nuisance and Noise Ordinances and front page to be placed in their COO binders.  Clerk Charette also updated the Commission on action taken by the Town Board on the Northeast Asphalt permits; Hendricks pond; and action taken by the Board of Appeals on the Servais variance request.
