The Clerk, Treasurer, and all Town Board members were present.  Chairman Cashman verified the meeting was properly noticed; the agenda was presented after the pledge of allegiance was recited.
M/M by Supervisor Van Vonderen to approve the February 18, 2013, Town Board meeting minutes as presented; seconded by Supervisor Schwalbach.  Motion carried by voice vote.
Harter’s Disposal

Nathaniel from Harter’s was present to talk about what happened regarding waste services beginning the week of February 11, 2013; there were several instances of waste not being picked up due to mechanical breakdowns, staffing, and weather.  Nathaniel explained that Harter’s typically has plenty of spare trucks, extra staff, etc. however everything aligned in such a way that they were not able to provide the high quality of service that they had previously been providing.  Nathaniel asked that residents please call them right away when they notice that pick-up has not happened; all routes are typically completed by around 3:00 p.m.
Deputy Clerk appointment

Clerk Carter appointed Jann Charette as deputy clerk.
Set an hourly wage for the Deputy Clerk position
Current town clerk, Toni Carter, appointed Jann Charette as the deputy clerk for the Town of Rockland on March 4, 2013.

M/M by Supervisor Van Vonderen to set the deputy clerk’s wage to be at a rate of $15.60 per hour and to be paid on a monthly basis in arrears; seconded by Supervisor Schwalbach.  Motion carried by voice vote.
Clerk appointment including salary and initial term
M/M by Supervisor Van Vonderen that pursuant to Wisconsin Statutes section 60.30(e), pursuant to Ordinance Number 2012-03 wherein the Town Board authorized the appointment of future Town Clerks, and pursuant to the outcome of a Referendum conducted on November 6, 2012, wherein the electors authorized the Town Board to appoint future Town Clerks, I move to appoint Jann Charette as the Town of Rockland’s next Town Clerk, for a term of one (1) year beginning on April 16, 2013, at 7:30 p.m. to be compensated at an annual salary of $16,225.00, and to be paid on a monthly basis in arrears; seconded by Supervisor Schwalbach. Motion carried by voice vote.

Approval of financial records for 2012

The financial records of both the Clerk and the Treasurer were reviewed earlier this evening and were proven to reconcile not only to one-another but to the bank records as well.  The Brown County Bridge Fund does have a discrepancy of $988.40 which will be rectified once Clerk Carter obtains clarification from Brown County.

Moratorium on building permits / town road weight limits

M/M by Chairman Cashman to enact a moratorium on building permits on Town roads beginning March 5, 2013 through April 30, 2013 with the Town Board reserving the right to remove the moratorium at an earlier date if weather permits; seconded by Supervisor Van Vonderen.  Motion carried by voice vote.
