Town Board Meeting Minutes

Monday, March 18, 2013 at the Rockland Town Hall

Called to order by Chairman Cashman at 7:32 p.m.

Adjourned at 8:44 p.m.
At commencement of the meeting, the Clerk, Deputy Clerk, Treasurer, Chairman Cashman and Supervisor Van Vonderen were present.  Supervisor Schwalbach arrived at 8:20 p.m.  Chairman Cashman verified the meeting was properly noticed; the agenda was presented after the pledge of allegiance was recited.
M/M by Chairman Cashman to approve the March 4, 2013, regular Town Board meeting minutes as presented; seconded by Supervisor Van Vonderen.  Motion carried by voice vote.

The Board then discussed the minutes from the March 4, 2013, meeting which reviewed the 2012 financial records of the Clerk and Treasurer.  
M/M by Supervisor Van Vonderen to approve such minutes with the following change:  Treasurer’s receipts to read $2,805,493.69; seconded by Chairman Cashman.  Motion carried by voice vote.  

Bartender License:  Amariah Balushi
Applicant passed background check.  New license would be valid through 06/30/2013.  Clerk recommended approval of license.  
M/M by Supervisor Van Vonderen to approve and issue license pending payment in full by applicant through 6/30/2013, unless sooner revoked; seconded by Chairman Cashman.  Motion carried by voice vote.
Ordinance to Extend Town Officer terms
Chairman Cashman explained that due to a change in the state statute, new officers would not begin their term until the third Tuesday in April.  Existing officers were sworn in under old statute that requires them to serve until the second Tuesday in April.  The proposed ordinance extends the terms of the current elected officers to cover the week that otherwise would have no one in office due to the change in the statute.  Clerk Carter read Ordinance No. 2013-01 out loud.  
M/M by Chairman Cashman to approve Ordinance No. 2013-01- An Ordinance to Extend town Officer Terms in Response to Election Law Changes; seconded by Supervisor Van Vonderen.  Motion carried by voice vote.
Revised year-end reconciliation packet from Clerk Carter

Clerk Carter presented several revisions to the year-end reconciliation information that was previously presented.

M/M by Supervisor Van Vonderen to accept the revised reconciliation packet as presented; seconded by Chairman Cashman.  Motion carried by voice vote.

Draft Annual Report
M/M made by Chairman Cashman to approve annual report with the following changes:  1) revise Bob Gerber’s phone number to reflect (920) 655-8602; 2) add the Town Hall’s phone number; and 3) amend 2010 header to 2012; seconded by Supervisor Van Vonderen.  Motion carried by voice vote.
Working Lands Initiative
Supervisor Van Vonderen informed the Board that the Planning Commission is going to proceed with working on this ordinance.

Wind Turbines Update by Supervisor Schwalbach
Glen Schwalbach continuing to request funds from state government for epidemiological studies.  He met with Governor earlier in evening and this delayed his arrival to the board meeting.
Planning Commission report
Planning Commission meets next Thursday, March 28, 2013.  Nothing to report at this time.

Building and zoning permits report by Bob Gerbers

Chairman Cashman and Bob met with Scott Pagenkoph on Thursday, March 14, 2013, to discuss issues mentioned in February 26, 2013 letter from John Meyer and Rhonda and Doug Budz.  No violations were witnessed.  Pagenkoph stated that an 8 foot fence would be put up on west side by the end of June 2013.  Response letter will be sent to Meyer and Budz’.
Gerbers also reported that a permit was issued to a property on Old Military.  Board concerned about damage to road.  Gerbers instructed by board to inform property owner and contractor of seasonal weight limits and liability for any damage to road due to construction on owner’s property.

Chairman’s report

Chairman Cashman reported that there were several culverts that were frozen over last week.  Residents should contact the town board if there is a frozen culvert.  The town board will then contact the Brown County Highway Department.

He also reported that he is checking on the tile issue in the town hall.  There is a possibility that the moisture is too high in the concrete causing the tile to rise.
