M/M by Chairman Cashman to approve the March 18, 2013 minutes as presented; seconded by Supervisor Schwalbach.  Motion carried by voice vote.

Resolution #2013-2

Supervisor Schwalbach introduced Resolution #2013-2 which supports the Wisconsin Town Association’s resolution to have the state of Wisconsin and the Public Service Commission enact a moratorium to stop the permitting and installation of industrial turbines until further studies have been done.

Supervisor Schwalbach stated he would forward to the appropriate parties.

Resolution #2013-3
Supervisor Schwalbach introduced Resolution #2013-3 which supports having the state legislature create and pass a bill which would repeal ss 59.69(3)(b) and allow town comprehensive plans to be considered in county development plans.  Currently, only city and village plans are considered.
