Town Board Meeting Minutes

Tuesday, May 21, 2013 at the Rockland Town Hall

Called to order by Chairman Cashman at 7:30 p.m.

Adjourned at 9:15 p.m.
The Clerk, Treasurer, and all Town Board members were present.  Also present were Steve Ganders,  Terry Vertz, Rachel Johnson, Keith Isley and Deb DuQuaine.  Clerk Charette verified that the meeting was properly noticed; the agenda was presented after the pledge of allegiance was recited.
May 6, 2013 Town Board Minutes
M/M by Chairman Cashman to approve the May 6, 2013 minutes as presented; seconded by Supervisor Schwalbach.  Motion carried unanimously by voice vote.
May 14, 2013 Town Board Minutes
M/M by Chairman Cashman to approve the May 14, 2013 Board of Review minutes as presented; seconded by Supervisor Van Vonderen.  Motion carried unanimously by voice vote.
Conditional Use Permit- Corey Hendricks- Parcel R-189-1
Chairman Cashman noted that a public hearing had been held at 6:45 p.m. this evening.  Chairman Cashman stated that no one from the public had appeared.  He further explained that the Planning Commission had recommended approval of the conditional use permit and the Board of Adjustment had granted the variance Applicant requested in order to build his 50’ long x 80’ wide artificial pond with a 45’ setback rather than a 75’ setback on his property.  Applicant, Corey Hendricks, confirmed that he had Brown County and the DNR review his proposal and that no permits were required from them.

M/M by Supervisor Van Vonderen to approve the conditional use permit for Parcel R-189-1; seconded by Supervisor Schwalbach.  Motion carried unanimously by voice vote.
Road Projects from April 26, 2013 road tour
The Town Board toured the roads with John Delmore from Scott Construction.  Although there is $140,000 in the current budget, Chairman Cashman recommended staying roughly $20,000 under that in order to cover the additional snow plowing expenses; the proposal came in at $275,625.00 and is made a part of these minutes by reference.    
John Delmore also stated that the two ends on Tower Road, 150 feet on each end, would be fixed at no cost to the Town.

M/M by Chairman Cashman to accept from Scott Construction a proposal, dated May 6, 2013, line items numbered 1, 2, 3, 4, 5, 6, 7, 8, 10, 12, 13, 14, 15, 17 & 18 for a total of $ 122,489.00 which will be paid in three equal payments for road construction work; seconded by Supervisor Van Vonderen.  Motion carried unanimously by voice vote.
Developer Deposit Schedule

Clerk Charette read Resolution 2013-4 which would revise the Permit Fee Schedule and Developer Deposit Schedule.  After some discussion regarding whether to collect security deposits on all projects and what, if any amount should be collected, the Board tabled it until its next meeting and requested that Clerk Charette and Bob Gerbers review and bring back to the Board with revised security deposit and fee requirements.
Noise Ordinance

The Board tabled this until the June 3, 2013, meeting.

Reports/Updates:

a. Wind Turbines Report

Supervisor Schwalbach reported that they were going to have a motion to the joint finance committee to request money for epidemiological studies but the Senator sponsoring it pulled it due to the fact that he did not think he would have enough votes to get it passed.  It is expected to be placed on a future agenda.  Considering the possibility of having a corporate sponsor pay for the study if the legislature does not approve it.
b. Vacation of Brush Line Trail Update
Clerk Charette spoke with Jim Wallen at Brown County Planning.  Based upon discussion, Chairman Cashman reported that 1) Brush Line Trail was recorded as a town right of way in 1991; 2) The Town holds the property as a trustee for the public and cannot get reimbursed for it; 3) Per the reversionary rule and this recording, Isley and DuQuaine would get equal halves of the vacated roadway.  They could work with each other and their attorneys to do so; 4) it is reasonable to ask Isley to pay for the attorney fees and expenses of vacating the property; 5) Brush Line Trail was dedicated for a public purpose to provide ingress/egress to the east.  If the town vacates the road, it will thwart the public purpose.  Each property owner near the road would be notified of the vacation.  Chairman Cashman intends to speak with Mr. Diedrick to determine if he is opposed to the vacation.  Supervisor Schwalbach to obtain the statute regarding whether formal vacation is necessary in light of the fact that property was not formally turned into a road.  Clerk Charette to obtain the estimated publication costs and attorney fees for potential vacation.
c. Chairman’s Report
The Town Board reviewed the lists of costs for maintaining and repairing the roads listed earlier in this meeting.  Chairman Cashman also reported that he will be contacting Carter’s to repair some spots on Van Deurzen, Ledge Crest and Sportsman’s Drive.

Last night, the Board attended a Public Works meeting where they learned that a DNR permit will be required any time they changed a center line culvert.
Chairman Cashman also reported that the bridge on Highway ZZ is scheduled to be replaced in 2017 or 2018.  It is on the top of the list for bridges to be replaced in the county.

Also mentioned at this meeting, was that the County is considering other options for snowplowing cul de sacs in the town for 2014.  

Chairman Cashman stated that he is meeting with Gold Dust Dairy to discuss charges for three spots on Tetzlaff Road that need to be repaired.

Cash Flow Analysis
Supervisor Van Vonderen compiled the financial information and explained the Cash Flow report for the first four months of 2013.
Announcements and Correspondence

The following announcements were made:

1. Newsletter if coming out in June.  Please submit articles by next meeting on June 3, 2013.
2. Supervisor Schwalbach attended the Joint Municipal Court meeting on May 16, 2013.  He explained that the Town could adopt state based ordinances and still use our own as well.  Law enforcement would enforce the common statute.
3. Supervisor Van Vonderen stated that Brown County is willing to provide services to the Town to help update the comprehensive land use plan.  She will provide estimated costs at a future meeting.  WLI ordinance revisions should be completed by Planning Commission at Thursday’s meeting.

Steve Gander informed the Board that all four variances were approved at the Board of Adjustment meeting on May 16, 2013.
