The Clerk, Treasurer, and all Town Board members were present.  Also present were Steve Gander, Terry Vertz, Rachel Johnson, Keith Isley, Dan & Wanda Wanie, Jeannine Walker.  Clerk Charette verified that the meeting was properly noticed; the agenda was presented after the pledge of allegiance was recited.
Approval of Minutes from June 17, 2013 Public Hearing- Alcohol Beverage License Application Renewals

M/M by Chairman Cashman to approve the June 17, 2013, minutes as presented; seconded by Supervisor Vicky Van Vonderen.  Motion carried unanimously by voice vote.
Approval of Minutes from June 17, 2013 Regular Town Board Meeting
M/M by Chairman Cashman to approve the June 17, 2013, minutes as presented; seconded by Supervisor Vicky Van Vonderen.  Motion carried unanimously by voice vote.
Adoption of Ordinance 2013-03 amending Chapter 18-01.17 Neighborhood Business (B-1) District B. Uses 2. Conditional Used; amending Chapter 18-01.18 Community Business (B-2) District- B. Uses 2. Conditional Uses; amending Chapter 18-01.20 Limited Industrial (I-1) District B. Uses 2. Conditional Uses; and amending Chapter 18.-01.21 Heavy Industrial (I-2) District B. Uses 2. Conditional Uses 
Chairman Cashman explained that a public hearing had been held on these amendments at 6:45 p.m. and three individuals had attended the hearing.  He further explained that prior versions of these ordinances had included such sections but when the Code was revised, these amendments had somehow gotten left out.  The Board is now rectifying this oversight.

Clerk Charette read Ordinance 2013-3.
M/M by Chairman Cashman to adopt Ordinance 2013-3 as read; seconded by Supervisor Van Vonderen.  Motion carried unanimously by voice vote.
Statewide Voter Registration System service agreement with Brown County

Clerk Charette explained that Brown County is inquiring as to whether we will be renewing our contract for SVRS services with them for the 2014-2015 year.  Per the agreement, Brown County will provide SVRS for the six elections that will take place during that time period.
M/M by Chairman Cashman to renew the SVRS service agreement with Brown County; seconded by Supervisor Van Vonderen.  Motion passed unanimously by voice vote.

Website Hosting and Domain Renewal with Carl Graf

M/M by Supervisor Schwalbach to approve the extension of domain name and hosting services for twelve months with Carl Graf with the understanding that the Town may end these services during this term; seconded by Supervisor Schwalbach.  Motion passed unanimously by voice vote.
Website Maintenance Agreement with Visioncast Designs
Jeannine Walker, Visioncast Designs, appeared before the Board to explain the proposed three month agreement to provide website maintenance services to the Town.  She explained that she would be coming into the Town Hall to assist Clerk Charette with primarily maintaining the website but also to assist in reviewing the site to determine whether a complete redo is required or whether the current site can be upgraded.
M/M by Supervisor Van Vonderen to accept Visioncast Design website maintenance agreement for three months; seconded by Supervisor Schwalbach.  Motion passed unanimously by voice vote.

i. Clerk Charette provided Bob Gerbers building report to the Board and explained that six permits were issued in June for a total of $4,433.60.

She explained that a vacation sketch and legal description were needed prior to drafting any resolutions or scheduling a public hearing.  She further explained the process that would take place after that was obtained.  Clerk Charette shared this information with Mr. Isley who will research the cost of obtaining a vacation sketch and legal description.

Supervisor Van Vonderen explained that a meeting is scheduled for July 9, 2013, with Aaron Schuette, Brown County Planning, to finalize zoning maps to be sent to DATCP with the draft ordinance.  Supervisor Van Vonderen explained that we are the first town to submit our ordinance and maps to DATCP.

He received bill from Scott Construction of $5345 for repair of Tetzlaff road.  A letter will be sent to the two responsible parties.  Chairman Cashman spoke with Frank Calaway regarding complaints from Dan and Wanda Wanie.  Chairman Cashman provided a copy of the Noise and Nuisance ordinances to Mr. Calaway and explained the issues that were provided to the Board.  Dan Wanie appeared before the Board to provide a new list of complaints since the June 17, 2013, Town Board meeting.
