AMENDMENT TO CHAPTER 18-01.18 COMMUNITY BUSINESS (B-2) DISTRICT- B. Uses  2. Conditional Uses
Supervisor Van Vonderen explained that Planning Commission recommended these amendments be made due to the fact that there are some businesses that fall under this broader category and want to use their land for the outdoor sale of cars, trailers with the opportunity for the town to maintain control over parking, maintenance of property, signs.

Dan Leick appeared before the Board to explain that he has a tenant who wants to use the property that he owns to sell trailers and accessories on the property.  His property would be allowed to do so under this new amendment.
