Town Board Meeting Minutes

August 5, 2013 at the Rockland Town Hall

Called to order by Chairman Cashman at 7:31 p.m.

Adjourned at 8:49 p.m.
The Clerk, Treasurer, and all Town Board members were present.  Also present were Dan Leick, Terry Vertz, Arnie Tucker, Dan & Wanda Wanie, Bob Gerbers, and Steve Gander.  Clerk Charette verified that the meeting was properly noticed; the agenda was presented after the pledge of allegiance was recited.
Approval of Minutes from July 15, 2013 Public Hearing- Gonzalo Hernandez request to rezone and obtain conditional use permit on Parcel R-240-2, 1689 Mar El Road
M/M by Chairman Cashman to approve the July 15, 2013, public hearing minutes as presented; seconded by Supervisor Vicky Van Vonderen.  Motion carried unanimously by voice vote.
Approval of Minutes from July 15, 2013 Regular Town Board Meeting
M/M by Chairman Cashman to approve the July 15, 2013, minutes as presented; seconded by Supervisor Schwalbach.  Motion carried unanimously by voice vote.
Request from D&T Leick Properties, LLC, for a conditional use permit for the outdoor sale and/or rental of trucks, trailers, parts & accessories on Parcel R-100-1, 4033 State Road 57
A public hearing was held tonight on this matter prior to the Town Board meeting.  Applicant is requesting a conditional use permit to allow outdoor sale and/or rental of trucks, trailers and to use the indoor office to sell parts and accessories on the property.  Property is currently zoned I1- Limited Industrial and requires a conditional use permit to do so.  Planning Commission recommended a two year conditional use permit.
M/M by Supervisor Van Vonderen to approve the request for a conditional use permit on Parcel R-100-1, D&T Leick Properties, LLC, for outdoor sales and/or rental of trailers, trucks, parts, and accessories with the following conditions: 1)  Any service done on the property must be related to the consummation of the sale or rental only; 2) Applicant must obtain a Sign Permit from Town of Rockland prior to sign being posted on the property; 3) Applicant must obtain a DNR permit if required; 4) Use of the property must comply with all local, county and state regulations; 5) Conditional use permit allowed for a term of two years from date of approval from Town Board.  Permit to be reviewed by the Town Board two years from date of approval with no additional cost to Applicant; 6) Applicant complies with sanitary permit requirements as noted in e-mail from Matt Heyroth, Brown County Planning, and dated August 5, 2013; seconded by Supervisor Schwalbach.  Motion passed unanimously by voice vote.
Rezone map of Town of Rockland- Working Lands Initiative

Planning Commission met and recommended changes to rezoning map.  Staff is currently making final changes to rezoning map.  Supervisor Van Vonderen explained that this rezone will affect owners of land zoned Exclusive Agricultural.  This rezone will also eliminate the Agricultural Transition Overlay (ATO) which is no longer needed, per DATCP, and correct any other parcels that were not properly rezoned in the past.  Brown County will update map to be submitted to DATCP with preliminary draft of AG-FP ordinance.
Preliminary Draft- Chapter 18-01.23- Agricultural-Farmland Preservation (AG-FP) Zoning Ordinance

M/M by Supervisor Van Vonderen to approve preliminary submission to DATCP of the zoning map and Chapter 18-01.23 Agricultural-Farmland Preservation (AG-FP) Zoning Ordinance; seconded by Supervisor Schwalbach.  Motion passed unanimously by voice vote.
Reports/Updates:

a. Planning Commission meeting minutes- July 17, 2013.

M/M by Supervisor Van Vonderen to have Planning Commission minutes from July 17, 2013, meeting be made a part of record for the Leick conditional use permit, R-100-1; Chairman Cashman seconded.  Motion passed unanimously by voice vote.

b.
Building and Zoning report.

i. Four permits were issued in July for a total of $ 3,440.00 received.  Inspection fees totaled $1,050.60.
ii. Frank Calaway- Chairman Cashman and Bob Gerbers met with Frank Calaway and Jesse Juedes on July 29, 2013.  Based upon that meeting, Calaway agreed to: 1)  trucks to be moved from front of property to side of property; 2) light shining towards middle of property to be redirected towards shop and downward; 3) clean up skids, move dumpsters to east side of shop and 4)clean rear of property to enable trucks to be parked there.  All of this to be done within 30 days from date they met.  It was discussed that a conditional use permit would be required for the repair of trucks on the property.  Mr. Calaway wanted to consult with his attorney prior to applying.  Jake braking also was discussed and Mr. Calaway stated he would speak with his drivers regarding that issue.

Recommended that letter be sent to Mr. Calaway stating that a conditional use permit is required if he wants to continue to conduct a repair garage business on his property.
There was a discussion on the source of the jake braking.  Dan Wanie requested an opportunity to speak.

M/M by Chairman Cashman to open the meeting to the public; seconded by Supervisor Schwalbach.  Motion passed unanimously by voice vote.
Mr. Wanie explained that his written complaints addressed jake braking coming from drivers on Calaway property.  Steve Gander expressed that since the Town Board put restrictions on County Trunk ZZ he has not heard a lot of jake braking.
M/M by Chairman Cashman to return to the regular order of the meeting agenda; seconded by Supervisor Van Vonderen.  Motion passed unanimously by voice vote.
c. Chairman’s Report

Chairman Cashman explained that he met with Wayne Carter to review culverts that are in need of repair or cleaning.  During these inspections, they found four culverts that are in need of repair.  Chairman Cashman will have the bids to repair these by the next meeting.  
The owner of 3409 Solitude Road wants to widen his culvert and expand his driveway.  Chairman Cashman will meet with the owner and discuss further.

Supervisor Schwalbach informed the Board that a weeping willow tree is encroaching upon a 36” culvert on Moon River Drive.

d. Wind Siting Update
Supervisor Schwalbach and Randy Hansen met to work on Wind Energy Ordinance.  Supervisor Schwalbach will be meeting with the town attorney to seek direction regarding draft of Wind Energy Ordinance.  
e. Treasurer’s Report
Treasurer Van Dyck provided a written monthly report to the Board.  
M/M by Chairman Cashman to place Treasurer’s report on file; seconded by Supervisor Van Vonderen.  Motion passed unanimously by voice vote.

Knox Box Purchase

Clerk Charette provided handouts on Knox Box models and costs.  

M/M by Supervisor Van Vonderen to purchase Knox Box model #1683- hinged in dark bronze color; seconded by Supervisor Schwalbach.  Motion passed unanimously by voice vote.
Orkin Pest Control Service Agreement
The town hall has had issues with ants.  The Board reviewed a one year contract with Orkin Pest Control to provide monthly pest control services to control ants, spiders, mice and traps in storage area.   Services will be provided both inside and outside the building.  After completion of first year, the Town has the option to choose a seasonal plan which runs from April through October.

M/M by Chairman Cashman to approve contract with Orkin Pest Control for one year; seconded by Supervisor Schwalbach.  Motion passed unanimously by voice vote.
Announcements/Distribution for Correspondence

Chairman Cashman disbursed the Brown County Planning agenda to Board.  Clerk Charette disbursed preliminary equalized values and net new construction report from Department of Revenue; Time Warner letter explaining that some channels will be moving to digital and how to obtain a Digital Adapter if needed; notice of Public Transportation meeting on August 12, 2013; and letter from Crivello and Carlson, S.C. requesting copies of records regarding property at 2451 County Road ZZ.  Treasurer Van Dyck received recycling grant application that is due in October.  Supervisor Schwalbach received a call regarding Ley property on County Highway ZZ.  He asked Bob Gerbers to check on recreational vehicle that remains on that property.  Supervisor Schwalbach shared statute exempting sports shooting ranges from noise/nuisance ordinances.
Items for future meetings
Repeal & recreate Non Participating Working Lands Ordinance; schedule budget meetings
Public comment
Dan Wanie expressed his appreciation for Chairman Cashman and the Board following through on the complaints that he made regarding the Frank Calaway property.  He stated that the use of the property has changed tremendously over the past three years.

Clerk Charette read the Voucher of Approval which included check # 8163 through # 8199 with one online payment for $1,161.96 for federal payroll taxes and one void check #8168 for a total of $77,644.98.
M/M by Chairman Cashman to approve the Voucher of Approval as read; seconded by Supervisor Schwalbach.  Motion passed unanimously.
