Public Hearing Minutes

Monday, August 5, 2013, at the Rockland Town Hall

Called to order by Chairman Cashman at 6:47 p.m.

Adjourned at 7:08 p.m.

The Clerk, Treasurer, and all Town Board members were present together with Dan Leick, Applicant and Bob Gerbers.  Clerk Charette verified that the meeting was properly noticed and published.  Chairman Cashman read the agenda.

M/M by Chairman Cashman to open the record.  Supervisor Van Vonderen seconded.  Motion passed unanimously by voice vote.
Chairman Cashman explained that the Planning Commission had met on this request.  Applicant currently has trailers on the property and is requesting this permit to be able to sell trailers, parts & accessories inside the office, and rent U-haul trucks.
After some discussion on what type of trailers or trucks would be rented, Supervisor Van Vonderen recommended that the conditional use permit be granted for the outdoor sale and/or rental of trucks, trailers, parts and accessories and not specifically state a specific brand of rental.  

Applicant stated that his tenant intends to place approximately 20-25 trailers on the front and side of the property.  His tenant also will be renting part of the office located on the property.  It was reiterated to the Applicant that a sign permit may be required and that the conditional use permit would terminate if the use for which the permit was granted terminated or changed on the property.
Clerk Charette read the minutes from the July 17, 2013, Planning Commission meeting into the records, which are herein incorporated by reference, which stated the recommended conditions to be attached to the conditional use permit.  Supervisor Van Vendee recommended that the conditional use permit be approved for the outdoor sales and/or rental of trucks, trailers, parts and accessories and not for the U-haul trucks and dump trailers as noted in the minutes.
Clerk Charente read an e-mail received from Brown County regarding the sanitary permit requesting that Applicant provide more current information to them regarding usage.  She provided a copy of this e-mail to Applicant.

Chairman Cushman asked that the record reflect that there was no public input because no one appeared or submitted comments.

Chairman Cushman explained to Applicant that if the property required lighting in the future that there were illumination standards that had to be met per ordinance.  
M/M by Chairman Cashman to close the record.  Supervisor Van Vonderen seconded.  Motion carried unanimously by voice vote.
M/M by Chairman Cashman to adjourn; seconded by Supervisor Van Vonderen.  Motion carried unanimously by voice vote.
