Chairman’s Report
Chairman Cashman reported that there is an upcoming seminar on August 29, 2013, provided by the State of Wisconsin regarding weight limits on roadways.  Chairman Cashman also reported that the culvert repair on 1489 Wrightstown Road will cost approximately $2800.  Additionally, the culvert on Old Military and Wrightstown and another on Nickel Ledge will be cleaned out by Carter’s.  Chairman Cashman informed the Board that per the Green Bay Fire Chief, the insurance company settled with property owner on 2451 County Road ZZ and the home will be demolished.  Chairman Cashman ordered a new sign from Brown County for Midway Road.  Supervisor Schwalbach to check on reflectivity of signs.
Chairman Cashman will report back to Board on culvert in Moon River estates that has weeping willow in it and also will work with Clerk Charette to write letter to John Preston, County Highway W.

Treasurer Van Dyck reported that in 2014, Brown County will continue to pay interest on delinquent and special charges/special assessments but will no longer pay the penalties of such to municipalities.  Additionally, Brown County is promoting a web-based pet licensing program for municipalities to use in 2014.
