
Town Board Meeting Minutes

Monday, March 2, 2015 at the Rockland Town Hall

Called to order by Chairman Cashman at 7:30 p.m.

Adjourned at 9:00 p.m.
The Clerk, Treasurer, and all Board members were present along other members of the public. Clerk Charette verified that the meeting was properly noticed; the agenda was presented after the pledge of allegiance was recited.
Minutes from February 16, 2015, Town Board meeting

On page two, Treasurer Van Dyck noted that “Craig Weir’s property” should be changed to “Mike Weir’s property.”
M/M by Chairman Cashman to approve the minutes from February 16, 2015, Town Board meeting as amended; seconded by Supervisor Van Vonderen.  Motion passed unanimously by voice vote.

Request from Cynthia Greaves and Richard Binish, for approval of a Certified Survey Map, part of Parcel R-279 at 1201 Wrightstown Road, and part of Parcel R-279-2 at Tetzlaff Road, De Pere, Wisconsin
The Board received a revised version of the Certified Survey Map from the Applicant’s agent, Steve Zeitler, at the public hearing held earlier this evening on the rezone requests.  The revised Certified Survey Map addressed the Planning Commission recommendations made at its February 17, 2015, meeting.  This draft of the minutes are hereby incorporated herein by reference.
Zeitler noted that the Certified Survey Map dedicates roadways in accordance with Town standards and includes 12’ utility easements for future public improvements.  Zeitler stated there were no environmental issues on the properties.

M/M by Supervisor Van Vonderen to approve the Certified Survey Map for Parcel R-279 and R-279-2 with the following conditions:  1) contingent upon Lot 1 and Lot 2 of CSM being rezoned to Estate Residential 10 (ER-10) District; and 2) Lots 1 & 2 comply with all local, state and federal regulations; seconded by Supervisor Schwalbach.  Motion passed unanimously by voice vote.

Request from Cynthia Greaves and Richard Binish, to rezone lots 1 & 2 of proposed Certified Survey map, part of Parcel R-279 at 1201 Wrightstown Road, and part of Parcel R-279-2 at Tetzlaff Road, De Pere, Wisconsin from Agricultural Non-Participating WLI Zoning (NPWLI) to Estate Residential 10-Acre (ER-10) Zoning
Chairman Cashman stated that a public hearing was held earlier this evening.  At the public hearing there was discussion explaining what types of use are allowed on ER-10 zoned property and how such properties zoned ER-10 must be in compliance with the Town’s Animal Ordinance.  At the February 17, 2015, Planning Commission meeting, it was recommended that both lots be rezoned to Estate Residential 10 acre (ER-10) District.  A draft copy of those minutes are incorporated herein by reference.
M/M by Vicky to approve the rezoning of Lot 1 and Lot 2 of Certified Survey Map, part of Parcel R-279 at 1201 Wrightstown Road, and part of Parcel R-279-2 at Tetzlaff Road, De Pere, Wisconsin from Non-Participating Working Lands Initiative (NWPLI) to Estate Residential 10 acre (ER-10) District; seconded by Supervisor Schwalbach.  Motion passed unanimously.

2014 Financial Records

The Board met earlier in the evening to reconcile the 2014 Clerk & Treasurer’s finances to each other’s books and to the year-end bank statements.
M/M by Supervisor Schwalbach to accept the Clerk & Treasurer financial reports and the reconciliation of these books for 2014; seconded by Supervisor Van Vonderen.  Motion passed unanimously by voice vote.
Resolution #2015-3 opposing implementing county assessment in Wisconsin
The Board received a memorandum from the Wisconsin Town’s Association wherein it explained that the current budget bill is proposing to remove assessment at the town, city, and village level and transfer these responsibilities to the county.
Discussion was had as to why the Department of Revenue would be requesting this change take place.  The proposed resolution was drafted by the WTA and opposes this transfer of authority.
Clerk Charette read Resolution #2015-3 out loud.

M/M by Chairman Cashman to accept Resolution #2015-3; seconded by Supervisor Van Vonderen.  Motion carried unanimously by voice vote.
A copy of the signed resolution will be sent to Governor Walker, Senator Darling; Senator Lasee, Representative Nygren, Representative Jacque, and the Wisconsin Town’s Association.

Amendments to Town of Rockland Road Standards

Clerk Charette provided a copy of the revised road standards to the Board and noted the changes that were made at the Planning Commission level.  Supervisor Van Vonderen recommended that when the standards are adopted the effective date be included on the top of the document.

It was recommended that 2. i. be revised to read: “A 2-year warranty from date of Town’s acceptance of road completion shall be required for all road construction.”
Motion to approve the revisions to the Town of Rockland Road Standards, Culverts, and Private Driveways with one recommended change to 2.i..; seconded by Supervisor Van Vonderen.  Motion passed unanimously.

Set Public Hearing for Agricultural Business (AB) Ordinance

Supervisor Van Vonderen noted that the Agricultural Business (AB) Ordinance is ready to go to public hearing and that editorial changes will need to be made to other sections of the Code of Ordinances to now include this new zoning district.
Discussion was had on whether a public hearing should follow the AB Ordinance public hearing to address Matt Giese’s request to be rezoned into the AB District.  At an earlier meeting, the Board had conditionally approved his property into the AB District.
M/M by Chairman Cashman to set a public hearing on April 6, 2015, at 6:30 p.m. for adoption of the Agricultural Business District Ordinance with a public hearing on the rezoning request of Parcel R-296 from B-2 District to AB District, to immediately follow; seconded by Supervisor Van Vonderen.  Motion passed unanimously by voice vote.
Chip seal, gravel, and lawn mowing notice advertisements

Clerk Charette provided drafts of notices for chip seal, gravel and lawn mowing at the town hall.  

Discussion was had on whether to seek proposals for lawn mowing at the town hall or continue with the existing vendor.  Chairman Cashman will obtain the 2015 lawn mowing rate from the Town’s current vendor, Greenleaf Greenscapes.  The Board approved the chip seal and gravel notice.  
Building/Zoning Report

Bob Gerbers reported that three permits were issued in February for a shop-lean to, a storage shed, and a home remodel.  Total permit fees collected were $1,150 of which $900 was paid to Gerbers for inspection fees. A $1,000 new home security deposit was also collected from the owners remodeling their home. 
Chairman’s Report

Chairman Cashman spoke with David Marx, owner of Parcel R-140.   Meeting scheduled for Monday, March 9, 2015 at 6:30 p.m. at the site to review the proposed cul-de-sac for Cashman Drive.  Gerbers noted that the final inspection of the home on Parcel R-139-1 is taking place tomorrow.  The Board informed Gerbers that an occupancy permit cannot be issued until the plans of the cul-de-sac are finalized.  

Treasurer Van Dyck reported that Roy Kurowski, the owner of the dogs at 1924 Hutjens Drive, did obtain one dog license.  The second dog is too young to obtain a license.  Kurowski reported that the third dog was shot and burned after it bit his son.  Chairman Cashman inspected the property yesterday and noted that there were two dogs on the property.

Chairman Cashman reported that the snow and ice removal proposal was published and posted.  Two vendors have inquired of the proposal so far.

A visionary meeting with Aaron Schuette is scheduled for Tuesday, March 10, 2015, at 7:00 p.m. and regular meeting is scheduled for Tuesday, March 31, 2015, at 7:00 p.m. 
Wind Siting Report
Supervisor Schwalbach stated that the document they have been working on is finished and will be presented to the Governor.  
Treasurer’s Report

Treasurer Van Dyck reported that there are two outstanding personal property taxes.  She provided a copy of her financial report to the Board.
M/M by Chairman Cashman to accept the report as presented; seconded by Supervisor Schwalbach.  Motion passed unanimously by voice vote.

Clerk Charette provided the Board with: 1) DOA Local Government Report which included the CDBG Public Facilities Program grant for facility projects; 2) County Ordinance opting out of permitting Agricultural Commercial Vehicles on county highways; 3) Notice of southern bridge meeting on March 24, 2015 at Neville Public Museum; 4) Bridge Aid Fund application for 2016; 5) Application and contract for salt from DOT; 6) E-mail from Brandy Younger regarding how Brown County charges for snowplowing services.
Treasurer Van Dyck reported that the paper shredding event is scheduled for Saturday, April 25, 2015, at the town hall from 9 a.m. to 11 a.m.  The E-recycling event is scheduled for Saturday, May 2, 2015, from 8 a.m. to noon.
